You will have the majority of class time to write today: work on getting a solid chunk of writing done.
Last 10 minutes: Choose one paragraph (or short section, if it’s divided into several small paragraphs) from your college essay that you would like some feedback on. Rewrite it on a sheet of paper and turn it in to the slot by the end of class. This will be a completion (daily) grade, so don’t stress about getting points taken off. I will look over this paragraph and write you a few notes on what I think you should work on before you turn in your polished piece. 
Weekend homework:
