CREATIVE ACTIVITY!!!!  YAYYYY.

Fabliau: A bawdy and/or lewd poem. The themes deal for the most part with domestic comedy full of sexual innuendo of the merchant and middle classes. They have local settings and almost inevitably involve a lovers' triangle, trickery designed to gain favors from a desired woman most likely married or otherwise unavailable (one of the cloth or one too young, etc.), and/or trickery designed to delude an ageing or otherwise undesirable husband to clear the way for a lover.
Please get back into your original groups from the poster project. Along with your partner(s), you will be constructing a letter or a speech to be delivered to the Miller after he tells his tale. 

· Consider your pilgrim’s character traits – how would they react to this tale? 

· Would they find it disgusting/sinful/offensive? 

· Or would they find it hysterical and entertaining? 

· Take some time to go over your annotations and discuss your pilgrim with your partner.

· Consider whether this is a vocal character – would they want to confront the Miller head-on, or would they rather write him a letter?

· Remember Chaucer’s attitude toward your pilgrim – use this knowledge to construct his/her voice.

· Together, come up with a speech (confrontation) or a letter (sneaky and/or cowardly) that documents how your pilgrim feels and why.

· Give SPECIFIC EVIDENCE from the tale that shows you read it and understood it!

· By this, I mean have your pilgrim bring up examples from the text that stood out to him/her for either an offensive or hilarious reason, and discuss his/her feelings in his/her voice.

DUE TOMORROW, BUT YOU HAVE THE REST OF CLASS TO FINISH IT. Your speech or letter should be at least the front of a page. You may assign one person as the “scribe” (hehe), but you should ALL contribute to the speech’s or letter’s content. Don’t be afraid to address the naughty issues at hand, but please get creative with the language and AVOID language that is not school-appropriate. ;) Remember – Chaucer uses a LOT of innuendo…

Please be ready to share, as I do quite enjoy laughing.
